A new world record was 

set May 10, 2010 by Tom Evans, his second in 

the past seven years, 194.1 lbs on 12 lb tippet. 

Will you be the next World Record Holder? If so, 

make sure you bring a minimum 12 wt. rod, 

300yds of #30 backing on a reel that won't burn 

up during the heat of the battle, the battle that on 

average lasts an hour and a half.  

Your head guide Capt. Earle Waters is a native of 

Florida. Guiding in Homosassa for 32 years, Earle 

puts more people into world class tarpon than any other 

guide in Florida and maybe the world. When you read that Homosassa 

tarpon can be unpredictable, well let's just say, you haven't fished with Earle! Capt. 

Waters has a team of handpicked guides to service every angler staying at Tarpon Key Lodge.
